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Abstract

In comparison with past years, today new concepts have been in human sciences. One of
these concepts is social responsibility. It means some commitment feelings that persons have in
face of society. The goal of this article is to describe social responsibility in Nahjolbalaghe. Its
method is content analysis. Results show that responsibility is fined in Nahjolbalaghe by two
concepts: Justice and attention. Justice is divided in two groups: governor and public and
attention is divided in two ways: charity and helping.
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
