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Differences of students with autism and normal life expectancy in
primary school

Abstract

This study aimed to determine the life expectancy of children with autism and normal
procedures. The population was 120 randomly selected sample of 40 subjects. Measurement
tools are Life expectancy Schneider and Miller questionnaires, and to analyze the data, two
independent groups t-test and Pearson's correlation coefficient was using spss software.
Results obtained showed a mean difference between the two groups was 90/7 in scale of life
expectancy that showing higher scores of normal than children with autism.
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
