Abstract
The aim of this study is to investigate and analyze nature motifs with regard to human and to see
how the symbolism is achieved in explaining the human personality in Harat school according to
the some of the paintings in the story of Sheikh Sanan. The current descriptive-analytic study,
using library resources, investigated the samples from the illustrated manuscripts containing
Sheikh Sanan’s narrative The results of this study indicate that in these motifs, the painter utilized

natural comprehensible components to explain the concepts and the nature is developed
symbolically to promote the concept of motif. Moreover, according to the results, the central theme
of Sheikh Sanan story revolves around human and his personality and the miniature painter uses
the elements of nature allegorically in characterization of human.
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
