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Abstract

The present study examines the impact of the type of presentation (verbal, visual and
verbal/visual ) on word recall and verbal comprehension adjusting verbal conceptualization

was implemented. 48 students (35 male and 13 female) participated in a multi-group pretest-
posttest design. Participants were divided in two strong and weak groups; and then were
randomly assigned to four groups of verbal, visual, verbal/visual, and control. Word
reminding and English reading comprehension was measured before and after experiment
application. Multivariate analysis of variance was used for data analysis. Results showed that

groups of verbal/visual in comparison with control group, the group offered to provide text
and image has higher performance in recalling words (mp2 = 0.75). In addition, the findings
suggest the existence of a significant interaction effect between type of presentation (verbal,
visual and verbal/visual) and verbal conceptualization was in recalling words (np2 = 0.19).
Also, the performance of verbal/visual in comparison with control group, the group offered to
provide text and image in the comprehension group was higher(np2 =0.70), But there was no
significant interaction effect. The results present study focuses on positive effect of

verbal/visual Annotation in word reminding and reading comprehension.
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
