The request of the prosecutor
together with the necessary documents in
order to start the prosecution or
investigation of the defendants, despite the
judicial independence of the prosecutor's
office, will be subject to the approval of the
preliminary branch. Once the request is
approved, the prosecutor will have the
power to conduct preliminary investigations
such as gathering evidence, summoning or
apprehending the accused, investigating
victims, witnesses and informants.
