Abstract

Judicial officers have a very important role in
detecting a crime and conducting a preliminary
investigation, in which there is a risk of violating
the rights of the accused. The protection of civil
rights is closely related to the actions and
decisions of officers.

Also, the
attention and efforts of the officials have caused
the Charter of Citizenship Rights to be prepared
by the Vice President for Legal Affairs, which
also shows the importance and status of
citizenship rights.
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
